Tuvalu is an independent state located in the Pacific Ocean
midway between Hawaii and Australia. With a population of
11,000 people, it was the third-poorest state in the world.
However, in 1999 salvation was found. Tuvalu received a
domain name on the Internet. A communication company from
California quickly got in touch - buying the domain for the bargain
price of US$40 million. For the Tuvaluan inhabitants, with an
average annual income of about US$1,500, this was a life-
changing sum. The islanders reacted as if they had become very
rich.

This sudden wealth was accompanied, almost at the same
time, by some bad news. Due to global warming, and because the
islands are only 3m above sea level, Tuvalu is likely to be the
first state in the world to be submerged by rising water levels.
According to scientific estimates, the islands will be severely
flooded within the next 15 to 20 years and by the end of the
century they will have disappeared from sight. Signs of the
catastrophe are already apparent. Cyclones, which used to hit the
area every 15 years, now appear almost every season and the rains
they bring cause temporary floods.

Resistant in the face of the rising water, Tuvaluans are using
their money to develop the land that is soon to disappear.
Buildings, nightclubs, and restaurants are being planned and built,
and newly bought cars are cruising on newly-paved roads. "Just
because we will have sunk within a couple of decades, it doesn't
mean we don't want to raise our standards of living," said Sam
Teo, the Minister for Natural Resources.

When the money arrived, Tuvalu was flooded by cars and
motorcycles. For this reason, many Tuvaluans, who had given up
their daily exercise, were introduced to obesity, high-blood
pressure, and diabetes. In addition, a lot of money was spent in an
attempt to raise international awareness of their difficult
situation. Tuvalu joined the UN and at the same time considered
to sue the U.S. and Australia, the world's two main polluters,
turning the islands into an icon for NGOs and green organizations
worldwide. Although some expect that Australia may sign the
Kyoto Protocol in a couple of years, it is still uncertain that the
country will shelter the refugees.

Finally, knowing that they are not likely to die of old age on
their islands, Tuvaluans should now be more concerned about
where to move to, once most countries do not easily agree to
absorb them.
