Why keeping silent is not an option

The General Assembly of the United Nations proclaimed
the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) in 1948.
The Assembly then asked all member countries to make the
text known, especially in schools and other educational
institutions. The UDHR appoints certain rights and freedoms as
basic to all human beings: rights and freedoms we all deserve
and should demand. The Declaration was created partly in
response to the atrocities committed during WWII and is now
considered a central component of laws that deal with pattemns
of behavior. So, while in the past decapitation was a customary
form of punishment, this is no longer acceptable in present
times. The UDHR tackles human, civil, economic and social
rights.

Much has been written about the violation of human rights.
In Shades of Difference, for example, author Padraig O’ Malley
writes about one of the leading figures in the movement against
Apartheid: Mac Maharaj. Until 1994, South Africa ostensibly
disregarded Article 1 of the Declaration that states that “All
human beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights” and
that we should “act towards one another in a spirit of
brotherhood”. In South Africa, for nearly 50 years, everyone
other than whites was segregated and stripped of their
citizenship. A friend and cell mate of Nelson Mandela Maharaj
paid a dear price for standing against a cruel government that
favored segregation, but would eventually help Mandela as
minister of transport when he was elected president.

Poet Divakaruni was born in India and this is her first take
on fiction prose, She writes about 11 women living in India or
the US (Divakaruni is nowadays a professor in America) who
have had their hushands picked by their families: the Arranged
Marriage. Tradition and culture are discussed against the
dilemma faced by many: just because it was good for my
ancestors, does that mean it is good for me? However, it is not
as though arranged marriages are necessarily forced marriages;
Avrticle 16 (2) of the Declaration states that “Marriage shall be
entered into only with the free and full consent of the intending
spouses”. This can be interpreted by our Western culture in one
way, but in many other cultures it is interpreted in ancther.

In The Absolute Violation, Richard Matthews shows that
the benefits coming from torture are illusory. He challenges the
acceptability of torture, often carried out by the state, and
repudiates any possible justification. The book will appeal to
lawyers, judges, philosophers, medical professionals and,
obviously, human rights activists who know very well Article 5
of the Declaration: “No one shall be subjected to torture or to
cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment”.

These authors have more than the UDHR in common. They
have all brought to light the importance not only of questioning,
but also of manifesting opinions even when they go against the
majority or the establishment. In case you are not sure whether
you should speak out against injustices or not, remember
Martin Luther King Jr. who was as horrified at the vitriol used
during the Civil Rights movement in the 50s and 60s, as he was
appalled by the “silence of the good people”. Visit the site
http://www.un.org/Overview/rights.html and get educated
about respecting that which makes us human: the respect for
the rights and freedoms of others.
